» Compressed Natural Gas fueling station will be installed at the Pilot Truck Stop with some
stipulations that must be met prior to acquiring a final building permit

» MVA Billing- Trustees passed a resolution for MVA billing. The contract with the Cost Recovery
Corp. is being reviewed by the County Prosecutor’s Office for approval

» Lodi/Harrisville Twp. EMS proposal: Ron Oiler is trying to get a meeting set up and will notify

each one of the time, date, and place.

Promotions should be announced next week. There may be a change in our promotional
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structure. The assessment procedure was found to be fair
